content and rigor. Qualifying high
school or adult school courses
completed outside of the United States
may be accepted for establishing
competency.

e  Satisfactory completion (minimum of 3
semester units with a grade of “C” or
better) of a transferable statistics or
quantitative reasoning course in any
discipline at or above the level of the
course typically known as Intermediate
Algebra (either Intermediate Algebra or
another mathematics, statistics, or
quantitative reasoning course at or
above the same level, with the same
rigor and with Elementary Algebra as a
prerequisite, approved locally).
