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Steps to Success—Matriculation
Matriculation is a process that enhances your college success. 
It includes access to services and programs that Southwestern 
College offers you. It is a series of services you will receive before 
you attend your first class and will continue to provide you with 
support throughout your educational experience. Matriculation 
is an agreement between you and the College for the purpose 
of achieving your educational goals. It can be considered your 
steps to success to make sure that you get started on the right 
track.

Step 1. Admissions
Apply online at www.swccd.edu (click on Apply Online) or bring 
a #2 pencil to the College and apply in person in Admissions 
located in the Student Services Center in the Cesar E. Chavez 
Building. Students can also apply at our Education Center at San 
Ysidro or our Higher Education Center at National City, or Higher 
Education Center at Otay Mesa. New former students (anyone 
not registered for the spring 2008 semester) must complete the 
College admissions application. New students will be provided a 
temporary student ID, registration information, and other related 
materials at the time they apply. Former students will receive the 
same information and will use the ID card and number originally 
issued. Replacement cards are available in the Student Center 
for a $5 fee.

Step 2. Assessment
Computerized and paper-and-pencil assessment (basic skills 
placement testing) is available at the Assessment Center located 
in Room 107 in the Student Services Center in the Cesar E. Chavez 
Building.  You should plan to take the assessment at least two 
days before your orientation and preregistration session.

English, reading, and mathematics assessments are essential to 
evaluate skill levels and to assist you in the selection of the proper 
level of coursework. These assessments are recommended before 
enrolling in English, reading, and mathematics courses. Many 
courses also have a recommended reading level that may be 
attained on the Southwestern College Reading Assessment prior 
to enrollment.

Who Should Be Assessed
Assessment is strongly recommended if you indicate on your 
admissions application that your primary educational objective 
at Southwestern College is one of the following:

1.	 Career/Technical
2.	 Associate Degree
3.	 Transfer to a four-year college/university
4.	 Undecided
5.	 Major other than self-improvement or job advancement

Assessment is also highly recommended if you plan to:
1.	 Enroll in courses with recommended reading preparation.
2.	 Enroll in any English, reading, mathematics, or English as 

a second language course requiring or recommending 
specified assessment skill levels.

It is important to take all three assessments before registering 
for your first semester at Southwestern College. Results are 
considered valid for only three years. You may attempt each 
of the placement tests twice in any one semester and a total 
of three times during your enrollment at Southwestern College. 
If your assessment results have become invalid due to a three-
year lapse, you may retake the tests but are subject to the same 
retest policy (twice in one semester and a total of three times). 
You may attempt to have the three-test limitation waived by 
filing an appeal through the Assessment Center. 

All placement tests are strongly recommended but not 
mandatory. Assessment assists in matching you with courses most 
appropriate to your skill levels. If you decide not to be assessed, it 
is recommended you complete a self-exemption form available 
in the Assessment Center.

You may also be matched with appropriate courses without 
taking the placement tests if you have:

1.	 completed courses (with a grade of “C” or better or 
“Credit”) that are equivalent to Southwestern College 
courses requiring or recommending specified assessment 
skill levels (proof of successful course completion must be 
submitted with a Prerequisite Evaluation Request form to the 
Assessment Center); OR

2.	 assessment results from other colleges or universities within 
the last three years (proof of assessment results must be 
submitted with Prerequisite Evaluation Request form to the 
Assessment Center).

If you have received an associate or higher degree from an 
accredited U.S. institution, you are not required to be assessed 
either for placement purposes or to meet proficiency requirements 
for graduation (with the exception of Transfer Studies degree).

Assessment and Graduation Requirements
All students who plan to graduate with an associate degree are 
required to meet reading, writing, and mathematics proficiencies. 
The reading and mathematics proficiencies may be met by 
satisfactory performance on specific assessments.

The reading proficiency requirement is met by satisfactory 
performance on the Southwestern College Reading Assessment. 
This requirement may also be met by satisfactory completion 
(with a grade of “C” or better) of Reading 158 (RDG 158) or 
English 116 (ENGL 116) or credit in Reading 12 (RDG 12).

How to Apply and Register
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The mathematics proficiency requirement can be satisfied by 
any one of the following:

a.	Satisfactory completion (with a grade of “C” or better, or 
“Credit”) of Math 45 (Elementary Algebra) or a higher-
numbered math course; OR

b.	Mathematics assessment results that indicate eligibility for 
Math 60 or 65 (Intermediate Algebra) or a higher-numbered 
math course; OR

d.	Satisfactory completion (with a grade of “C” or better, or 
“Credit”) of any course from the established list of equivalent 
courses, including but not limited to Business 183 (BUS 183).

An additional graduation requirement in health education may 
be met by satisfactory completion (with a grade of “C” or better) 
of Health 101 (HLTH 101) or Health 116 (HLTH 116) or satisfactory 
performance on the Health Inventory Test. Information about the 
Health Inventory Test is available in the School of Health, Exercise 
Science, and Athletics at 619-216-6626.

Individualized accommodations are provided to meet the needs 
of students with disabilities. For test accommodations, contact 
Disability Support Services at 619-482-6512 or TTY 619-492-6470.

Step 3. Orientation and Preregistration Advisement
New students are required to attend an Orientation session. 
Schedule an appointment for orientation and advisement in 
the Counseling Center or the Assessment Center located in the 
Student Services Center in the Cesar E. Chavez Building. Attend 
orientation and advisement after you receive your assessment 
results and prior to your registration appointment. For an in-
depth orientation to college, enroll in Personal Development 101  
(PD 101).

Orientation and Preregistration Sessions
Orientation and advisement sessions will help you to begin your 
college education with all the information you need. You will 
receive assessment results, information about campus resources 
and regulation, and Counselors will assist you in selecting 
classes. Bring a pencil and photo ID. Remember to complete 
your assessment placement tests prior to orientation and 
advisement.

Choose alternate classes in case your 
first choices are filled. The College must receive all fees within 
five working days of your registration or you will be dropped from 
all classes.

You can also submit the add form signed 
by the instructor to Admissions, the Education Center at San 
Ysidro, or the Higher Education Center at National City or 
Higher Education Center at Otay Mesa prior to the deadline 
to add.

Wait list: 
The wait list for Summer 2008 will be available 7 a.m.–11 p.m., 
beginning May 30. If you add yourself to a wait list and then enroll 
for another section of the same course you will be dropped from 
the wait list. The wait list is used during the first class meeting only. 
Instructors will issue an add code or sign an add form and have 
the student return the form to Admissions. Students may register 
with add codes on WebAdvisor or using telephone registration. 
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Once the wait list becomes available, students who attempt to 
register in a class that is closed may select the option to have 
his/her name placed on a wait list. 

•	 Students will be told their priority number on the wait list.

Step 5. Follow-up Services
Students are encouraged to meet with college counselors to 
discuss selection of major, preparation of a Student Educational 
Plan, graduation and transfer requirements, and other 
topics related to student success during their first semester of 
attendance. College counselors also assist students with Career 
exploration.  Through services provided in the Career Center 
students may complete a variety of self-assessments that will 
help you to identify compatible career pathways.  Together with 
a college counselor you can explore career options and begin 
to develop a long range Student Educational Plan.  The Transfer 
Center also provides targeted services to students considering 
transferring to a University.  Southwestern College provides you 
the opportunity to complete the freshmen and sophomore 
level coursework for transfer to a university.  The Transfer Center 
provides workshops, campus tours, and extensive counseling 
services to assist you with the transfer process. The CTECS and 
Women’s Resource Center also provide personal and academic 
counseling support to students enrolled in Career-Tech majors 
and other services focusing on the needs of Women students.

Prerequisite, Limitation on Enrollment, Corequisite, 

Recommended Preparation, and Recommended
Concurrent Enrollment

Throughout the class schedule, you will find the words Prerequisite, 
Limitation on Enrollment, Corequisite, Recommended Preparation, 
and Recommended Concurrent Enrollment listed below the 
course title. These terms are defined below:

1.	 Prerequisite
	 A course or qualification required before a student may 

enroll in a subsequent course. A minimum grade of “C” or 
“Credit” must be earned in the prerequisite course before 
the next course may be taken. (Students may not receive 
credit for a prerequisite course which is taken after the 
course for which it is a prerequisite.)

	 Prerequisites are enforced at Southwestern College. If you 
have not met the listed prerequisites, you will not be able 
to enroll in courses requiring the prerequisites. Prerequisites 
may be met by satisfactory completion of courses at 
Southwestern College or equivalent coursework at another 
college or university. Some prerequisites may also be 
fulfilled by satisfactory results on the appropriate validated 
Southwestern College Assessment. If prerequisites were 
completed at another college or university, you will need to 
bring copies of appropriate transcripts/grade reports and/
or assessment results to the Assessment Center to clear the 
requirements prior to registration. Students may challenge 
prerequisites; see Requisite Challenge Form section in the 
College catalog.

2.	 Limitation on Enrollment
•	 Performance courses may require students to try out for 

intercollegiate athletic teams or to audition for courses 
involving public performances (for example, band, chorus, 
competitive speech, and theatre) prior to enrollment.

•	 Enrollment in blocks of courses or sections may be a 
requirement so that a group of students will enroll together 
in that set of classes. Typically the students are part of a 
special program such as PUENTE or Future Teachers.

•	 Enrollment may be limited due to legal requirements (imposed 
by statute, regulation, and/or contract). For example, some 
courses may require that the student have a valid driver’s 
license, a health clearance, a nursing license or certificate, 
etc.

	 Limitations on enrollment are enforced at Southwestern 
College. 

3.	 Corequisite
	 A course which must be taken during the same semester 

(concurrently) as the indicated course. Students who do not 
take corequisites can be dropped from the courses requiring 
the corequisites.

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4.	 Recommended Preparation
	 A course which prepares you for success in the indicated 

course. Completion of the recommended preparation 
course with a grade of “C” or better increases student 
success.

5.	 Recommended Concurrent Enrollment
	 A course that a student should complete—but is not required 

to complete—while enrolled in another course. Enrollment in 
such a course improves student success. 

	 You are strongly encouraged to follow recommended 
preparation and recommended concurrent enrollment 
whenever they are listed in the class schedule to improve 
your chances for success in Southwestern College courses. 
Enrollment may not be denied to any student not meeting 
a recommended preparation or recommended concurrent 
enrollment.

	 SEE A COUNSELOR for assistance in the evaluation and 
selection of your educational or vocational goals and to 
relate your selection of classes to your abilities and objectives. 
The advice you receive will be based on many different 
factors, such as your assessment results, your transcripts, and 
your educational or vocational goals.

A health fee is collected to cover the cost of student accident 
insurance and to help fund the operational expenses of the 
Health Services Center.

Students may be exempted for the following reasons:
•	 students who depend exclusively upon prayer for healing 

according to the teaching of a bona fide religious sect, 
denomination, or organization may petition for exemption 
from the health fee (forms are available in Admissions);

•	 students on AFDC, SSI, or General Relief
•	 high school students enrolled at the Sweetwater Union High 

School District taking designated classes at high school sites 
only; OR

•	 students attending under an approved apprenticeship 
training program.

Accident Insurance/Liability Fee
Students will pay a reduced accident insurance/liability fee of $2 
if they are enrolled only in:

•	 off-campus classes where no health services are available;
•	 classes at the Chula Vista campus which meet at times 

when no health services are available; OR 
•	 travel study classes which meet outside of California.

Student Center Fee
(All students, including BOGFW B and C)
Fee........................................................................................ $1 per unit
$10 maximum per academic year

In May 1989, the students of Southwestern College voted to 
approve a Student Center Fee. The fee is $1 per credit unit but 
no more than $10 per fiscal year (summer 2008 to spring 2009) for 
only those students enrolled in credit classes on the Southwestern 
Campus. Students on AFDC, SSI, or General Relief are exempt 
from this fee.

Fee Refunds—Deadline to Withdraw
A student will be refunded fees for any program changes 
(withdrawals) made by the 10 percent point of actual class 
meeting days. Please check with Admissions for dates of specific 
classes. 

Exceptions
Students who are members of an active or reserve United States 
military service who have withdrawn from courses due to military 
orders may file a petition for refund of the entire fees unless 
academic credit has been awarded. 

Students who officially withdraw from class by the refund deadline 
will be mailed a refund. It is imperative that a current address be 
on file in Admissions. Refunds may take up to four weeks after the 
add/drop period.
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Course Fees
There are required fees for some courses; please see course 
description for appropriate fees. 

Fee Exemptions
Students may be exempt from paying all or a portion of the 
enrollment and health fees depending upon qualifications for 
financial aid.

Nonresident Fee Exemption
Effective January 1, 2002, a new law (AB540) went into effect 
in the State of California providing an exemption from paying 
nonresident fees for certain nonresident students. While this 
exemption allows students to pay resident fees, it does not grant 
them resident status that would give them eligibility for any state-
funded program. To be eligible for this exemption a student must 
meet the following criteria:

•	 Attendance at a high school in California for three or more 
years.

•	 Graduation or attainment of a high school equivalency from 
a California high school.

•	 Enrollment in college not earlier than the fall 2001 semester.
	 Students who are nonimmigrants (for example, those who 

hold F (student visas), B (visitor) visas. etc.) are not eligible for 
this exemption. For more information on this fee exemption, 
contact Admissions.

Financial Aid means assistance for eligible students in the form 
of:

•	 Grants range from $400 to $4,310

Federal Work Study
•	 Work on campus, 15 hours per week employment

•	 Stafford and emergency loans
•	 Loans range from $150 to $3,500

and room and board.

Disabled Person Parking

Additional Information
1.	 Auditing

•	 A fee of $15 per unit per semester shall be charged for each 
class audited, unless the student is concurrently enrolled for 
10 or more credit semester units, in which case no fee shall 
be charged to audit three or fewer units per semester.

•	 No student auditing a course shall be permitted to change 
his/her enrollment in the course to receive credit for the 
course.

•	 Priority for class enrollment shall be given to students desiring 
to take the course for credit.

•	 A maximum of six units may be audited in any regular 
instructional term (fall, spring, summer).

3.	 Class Overlays
	 Use the class planning worksheet to schedule your classes to 

State 
law prohibits students from enrolling in courses that meet 
at the same time. Should a slight time overlap occur, an 
overlay petition may be submitted indicating specifically 
when the time will be made up with instructor signature 
for approval by Admissions. Petitions and information are 
available in Admissions or go online at www.swccd.edu 
(click on Admissions and Registration, then click on printable 
forms.) Complete time overlaps will not be approved. The 
general overlapping time approved is usually 15 to 30 
minutes dependent on the total class time of the overlapping 
classes.

4.	 Course Repetition
	 State law prohibits a student from enrolling in a course when 

he/she has previously received a grade of “C” or better. 
Petitions for course repetition are available in Admissions 
or go online at www.swccd.edu (click on Admissions and 
Registration, then click on Printable Forms.) 

	 Petitions may be considered only under special circumstances 
and only if a significant length of time has passed since the 
class was originally taken.
