•
Your altar is a tribute to honor the lives of those that have passed
•
Incorporate Offerings, known as Ofrendas in Spanish to reflect what the person enjoyed and loved while they were alive (pan de muerto/traditional day of the dead bread, fruit, water, favorite beverages, etc.)
•
Include a photo or photos of the deceased (use copies, not originals)
•
Flowers, marigolds, etc. (natural, artificial, or tissue paper flowers)

•
Papel picado (decorative paper) and colorful tablecloths are often used

•
Table cloths/Material

•
Empty boxes for base of altar
•
Battery operated tea lights (no candles will be permitted)

•
Rope, Tape, etc (to secure boxes, items. NOTE: Items will be left on display overnight on Tuesday, 
October 28)

•
Tarp or painters plastic to cover altar overnight night if you wish

Sugar skulls
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
