SPECIAL TOPICS/DISCUSSION ITEMS:  

· TMC/C-ID Update Status Report:  Susan and Veronica have worked tirelessly on the TMCs and continue to make progress.  Several TMCs are in the queue with many awaiting Chancellor’s Office approval.  In some cases the Chancellor’s Office has sent back requested changes.  Susan distributed an updated TMC list noting the status of each course.  Southwestern College entered into an articulation agreement with San Diego State University (SDSU) to offer PSYC 271: Data Analysis in Psychology and Sociology, a one unit lab class.  Because we have not purchased the software, this course cannot be offered at SWC and students must take the class at a different college.  Besides this transfer issue for Psych majors, counselors have been notified that some students have been denied entrance at SDSU in several majors because we do not have the TMC in place for fall 2013 transfers.  
· Course Repetition/Repeatable Course—Update in Catalog:  The committee reviewed and discussed SWC Board Policy and Administrative Procedure 4225: Course Repetition and Course Withdrawal.  The college is required to have this information publically available to students by fall 2013.  Curriculum Committee Members offered suggestions to be incorporated into both the policy and the procedure.  It is unclear if the policy will be completed in time for advertising in the new catalog.  Grossmont College has solved this by including a live link to the policy.  


A second reading of Board Policy 4225: Course Repetition and Course Withdrawal will be presented to the 
Academic Senate on April 16, 2013.  Curriculum Committee members will approve a second reading on 
Thursday April 25, 2013.  

The committee reviewed and discussed SWC Board Policy and Administrative Procedure 4227: Repeatable 
Courses.  Curriculum Committee Members offered suggestions for improvement that will be incorporated 
into the final document.
