SPECIAL TOPICS/DISCUSSION ITEMS:  

· TMC/C-ID Update:  Veronica and Susan are working closely with faculty to ensure we fulfill our 
commitment to complete at least 17 TMC programs or 80% of our TMCs by FA/13.  The most pressing 
concern is course recency.  TMC’s submitted for approval must meet 5-year recency rules.  Veronica is 
preparing a template to assist faculty 
through the process, she will distribute the template to Curriculum 
Representatives as soon as it is completed.  Committee members began to work backwards from the FA/13 
timeline and realized meeting this deadline requires that all curriculum needing to be updated must be in the 
Curriculum queue and completed before the end of the SP/13 semester.  Our VP for Academic Affairs has 
discussed this urgency with Deans and Department Chairs.  Patti will be going to the Council of Chairs 
meeting on March 7, 2013.  All School Representatives will discuss this with their constituents.
· CurricUNET Training Update:  Susan and Patti are working on scheduling training dates.  The have also 
discussed the viability of offering these classes online with some type of video-conferencing software.  As 
soon as a training calendar has been developed it will be shared with Curriculum Committee members.
· Catalog Update:  Although the timelines have been moved back a bit to accommodate ISS workloads,
College Catalogs are expected to arrive on campus by April 30, 2013.
An addendum is also being prepared and will include all TMCs that have been approved by the Chancellor’s Office.  Students can begin taking the approved TMCs as early as SP/13.

· Repeatability:  Patti distributed a newly revised Repeatable Courses Draft Policy which incorporated all the 
feedback and suggestions received.  Additionally she met with Mia to review the policy and it appears that 
Student Services supports the policy as well.   Procedures are being developed along with a petition which 
maps a clear path for students.    

The newly drafted policy references the Program and Course 
Approval Handbook published by the 
Chancellor’s Office.  Unfortunately this document is several hundred pages in length and should not be 
printed at this time due to the frequent updates being made.  The newly updated policy was reviewed by 
Curriculum Committee members who supported moving the Policy forward for constituent review. 

ISS personnel will continue to run reports to catch all courses with repeatability components.   All course 
descriptions, catalog references, CurricUNET, and Datatel connections will need to be removed.  
Although all 299, 295s and experimental courses have been updated, there are still approximately 100 
courses that need to be cleaned up and this must be done by the 1st day of FA/13 registration.  However, 
these courses can still be offered through SU/13.  This means there is a small window of time to remove the 
repeatable coding from Datatel between the summer add/drop period and the first day of fall 2013 
registration.  Patti asked Curriculum Representatives to communicate this to faculty within their respective 
schools.
