The current major includes very little Sociology (only 9 units) with an overwhelming number 
of units in foreign language (10 -14 units). Counselors have found that the number of 
language units required is excessive and a barrier to students with an interest in this major. 
Review of SOC AA degrees at other community colleges revealed that most do not include 
a foreign language requirement and include more units of Sociology combined with other 
courses in Social and Behavioral Sciences such as Anthropology, History, Psychology and


Political Science. For that reason, the program has been revised by omitting the Foreign 
Language requirement and including interdisciplinary electives to provide students with a 
board understanding of human interaction, social processes, social structures, and tools of 
sociological investigation. Moreover, the addition of COMM 176 (Intercultural 
Communication) as an elective was included to offset the omission of the foreign language


requirement. Elective units are transferable for those pursuing a BA in Sociology.
