SPECIAL TOPICS/DISCUSSION ITEMS:  
· CurricUNET- META Update (Susan Soy) 
· This is a new conceptualization of CurricUNET created to improve functionality and ease of use.  Adjustments to college systems are easier and this allows many to be done by the Meta system administrator and not Governet  
· Meta Training Webinar: November 15, 2012; from 1:30 – 2:30p 
· Initial cost is $20,000 for conversion of all current data in CurricUNET into Meta.  We currently own the license, so there is no additional cost  
· Letter of Intent needed by 12.31.12 (Fiscal Year for intended purchase, but no later than Fiscal Year: 2014-15); non-binding
· Currently we pay $22,597 per year for CurricUNET.  The Chancellor’s Office has adopted it also and is working with Governet, so our use of CurricUNET is a wise investment.  In addition, if we go with Meta we will save $2,500 or $10,000 over a period of four (4) years.  Within 8 years this will pay for itself in savings and we’ll continue to experience the savings annually thereafter
· TMC Update 
· Five TMCs have gone through: three were approved last week and two have recently been approved by the Chancellor’s Office.  Veronica Burton reported that the Chancellor’s Office is approving Anthropology now, so that will be available as a model soon
