SPECIAL TOPICS/DISCUSSION ITEMS:  
· Articulation Training: Spring
· New Programs- A change in procedure for CTE Certificates of Achievement/Degrees includes the impact of Substantive Change Proposals to the ACCJC, which can take 6 months and cost approx. $1,000.  It is recommended that a template in CNET/Meta be developed for new programs that insures all required information is gathered during initial development for CC, governing board, Chancellor’s Office, and ACCJC approval processes.  P
Another new CTE requirement for all new programs, including Certificates of Achievement or Proficiency, and/or Degrees is approval by our Governing Board is now by formal Resolution on any new CTE programs.  This is in Title 5.  This new Governing Board “Resolution” process for CTE programs will also occur every two years as a “re-approval” for each CTE program.

The recently approved Social Media Marketer Certificate of Proficiency (less than 12 units) will be the first CTE program where our Governing Board will review CTE data submitted and if approved, write a resolution to that effect as a GB agenda item for approval.  It is recommended that the one page template developed for bi-annual re-approval of CTE be used for this new certificate program.  Kathy Tyner will work with Kathleen Canney-Lopez on this process.  All new CTE Certificates of Achievement and/or Degrees must then go to the Chancellor’s Office for approval.

· CurricUNET update:  META.  Susan Soy is setting up another Demo of Meta with Governet.  We have more questions now about functionality.  Patti is hopeful that META will help incorporate reports.
· Language used in Objectives:  Karen expressed concern over the inconsistency of language used in the course objectives.  Clarity is needed; Patti will check Curriculum Handbook language and add samples to guide more consistent development.
